1) Domestic and Foreign Film Invitation Section
The Executive Committee invites qualified films for official screening after
the selection process according to the festival's main themes.
2) The Competition Section
The Advisory Committee selects qualified films for official screening from
the entries.

B Entry Qualifications

1. Only works completed after January 1%, 2025

2. Anyone can submit regardless of gender, age, or nationality.

3. Works that focus on women's rights or related socio-structural issues. All
genres are welcome.

4. Online screeners of all submitted films must be valid until the festival starts and
must be identical to the film's final screening copy.

5. For non-Korean dialogue films, Korean subtitles must be embedded in the
screener. If selected, all final screening copies must have English subtitles
embedded.

6. Final screening copies of selected films must be submitted as a DCP. DCP
production costs are the responsibility of the applicant.

7. Films submitted to previous editions of FIWOM are not eligible for resubmission.

- Submit the online preview link via the online application form.
3. Subtitles
- English subtitles are required for all films regardless of dialogue language or

nationality.

M Selection Process
1. All submitted films will be reviewed by the FIWOM Selection Committee. Only
selected applicants will be notified individually.

2. All submitted materials will not be returned.

B Entry Management

1. Successful applicants must submit all required film materials to the secretariat
by the date specified by the committee. Submitted materials will be used for the
FIWOM catalogue and promotional purposes.

2. If no promotional video is submitted by the applicant, the committee may
produce a video clip of up to 5 minutes excerpted from the film for promotional
use.

3. FIWOM is responsible for any damages caused by mishandling of submitted

materials.

B Other
1. All music and footage used in submitted films must have copyright clearance
prior to submission. Applicants are entirely responsible for any copyright issues

arising from their work.
